Comment: no value seen in return riders’ course



Not appropriate for older riders



Malcom Campbell involved with Day rides at Symons Plains a couple of times a year

  L & P riders invited to do track rides – usually 24 in sessions divided into 4 or 6 


  Usually 2 courses accepted by State Growth

  Paul Bullock to enquire about road skills course and liaise Registrar MV, Licensing,      MAIB and AJL, (service provider)

There is a need for all parties to meet and liaise with each other re course and continuity

There needs to be adequate provision for riders to be able to access and book in to the course with AJL or similar to run complementary courses for upskilling

There needs to be a three tiered course with liaison between providors
Need to approach MAIB for funding for the course

Need for incentives to attract people riders to the ride survive courses

Noted that AJL are the official providers

Suggested that TMC need to come up with an upskilling course

This needs to be presented to MAIB and AJL 

This course needs to have incentives to attract riders
